Garbage Disposal


The Town of Eckville asks for the cooperation of all residents and businesses in remembering the following guidelines for garbage disposal:


Paint.  The Public Works Shop will accept paint cans and aerosol containers.


White Goods.  The Town Shop accepts refrigerators, stoves, freezers, dishwashers, washers, and dryers.  You must first pay a disposal fee at the Town Office, and upon proof of payment to Public Works staff, you can drop your white goods at the Town yard.  Microwaves are not accepted and must be taken to the Waste Transfer Site.


Dry Rubble.  All dry rubble is to be taken to the Waste Transfer Site on Rainy Creek Road (the site is open Tuesdays and Wednesdays from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and Saturdays from 8:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.)  Dry rubble includes tree branches, furniture, mattresses, and microwaves.  PLEASE DO NOT DUMP DRY RUBBLE BESIDE GARBAGE BINS.  If dumping of dry rubble continues it may affect residents’ garbage rates.


Cardboard.  The Recycling Depot has a spot for cardboard, and we ask that you use the depot for disposal of your cardboard.  Please flatten all boxes prior to disposing of it.


Paper/Metal/Plastic.  We encourage residents of Eckville to use the Recycling Depot at the corner of 50th Street and 50th Avenue for recycling of your paper, metal, and plastic.


E-Waste.  E-Waste (tv’s, computers, computer paraphernalia) is accepted at the Town Shop – the previous drop-off site is no longer accepting E-Waste.

The 2011 Property Taxes were due for payment on or before August 31, 2011 unless you have entered into a Monthly Tax Pre-payment Agreement with the Town.   On September 1, 2011, a 12% penalty was added to any current outstanding taxes.  Outstanding taxes as at December 31, 2011 will be subject to a further 10% penalty.
