	All the torch-on crosswalks that we are going to have time for this year are done, we still have more product but are running out of time with new Lift Stations and getting the rest of town ready for winter.

I am going to try and get the sweeper out one more time before the snow flies to do the main routes then it will be parked in the spare ambulance bay so that it stays warm for the winter.

	
	Lift Stations
	
	There is starting to be quite a bit of activity aroung the Lift Stations, the footings are poured at both Lift Stations, the generator pad is poured at the West Lift Station and they have drilled the holes into the wet well at the West Lift Station.

The contractor will start running the new suction lines from the wet well to the new building site today and hopefully get some backfill around the wet well again.

We have installed the water line to the East Lift Station now and are compacting the ditch - that turned into a bigger job than expected.

The new Forced Main has been directionally drilled in and will be tested today, then it will be ready for the final tie-ins.

	Pumphouse
	
	Last week we pulled Well #3 and then air-lifted the casing to remove rust and iron bacteria. It was then chlorinated and left overnight. In the morning we pumped a bunch of water onto the ground until it was good and clean and hooked up a new Well Pump.

It was a good thing we did this as the steel nipple between the Pump and Check-valve was pretty well eaten through from rust.

The old pump that we took out was sent to Edmonton to be rebuilt so there will always be a spare.

Both Wells now have reliable pumps in them again.
